Agenda Item 1- Notice of Meeting
It was confirmed that notice had been given in accordance with: Schedule 12, Paragraph 10 of the Local Government Act 1972.

Agenda Item 2 - Apologies
No apologies for absence were received but Mr I Gilliatt was absent.
Agenda Item 3 - Declaration of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interests
No declarations of interest were made. 
Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 7th July 2018 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair and Clerk. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Blocked Gullies – Cllr I Gilliatt had attended a meeting with ERYC Ward Member Councillor Mrs Evison. It was commented that trees contributed to the blocked drains when the leaves fall. After recent heavy rain there was excess water, but it cleared quickly. It was agreed to defer any action until after November meeting.
b. Trees in Foston – No written permission was obtained when the trees were originally planted many years ago. They are now a problem, because the overhead cables may be affected. It is anticipated that there may be a planning application for the paddock at some time in the future and the trees would need to be removed. It was decided that the Clerk would email Alan Hemingway, the tree officer, to ask him to come out to meet Cllr T Sellers and Cllr C O’Connor to agree a management plan.

c. Registration of Defibrillators – It has not been possible to locate any serial numbers on the Brigham and Gembling defibrillators, so it was decided to notify them of the postcode instead. The councillors were made aware of a firm on Skern Road who may be able to provide free training and a number of young people are interested.

d. Flooding caused collapsed banks – Having closed the footpath for some time, a temporary foot bridge has been built. The council are looking into the ownership of the path, which is also a farm track. Once they can establish ownership, pedestrian access will be a minimum requirement, but as it’s a farm track, vehicular access to the land will be required. The meeting was informed that Mrs Brown of Brewery Farm, Mill Lane, owns the land. Clerk to email Sam McGivern at the countryside team at ERYC.

e. Windfarm grant – A few ideas for spending were suggested as follows: -
I. A Salt bin for Brigham

II. Training course for defibrillators

III. Tree works in Foston

IV. New signpost at Brigham crossroads

Clerk to send one copy of the signed form back with an invoice for 50% of £1400 and Cllr O’Connor to speak to Helen Wright about the project.

Agenda Item 6 – Planning
a. Planning Consultation for 118/01825/PLF Mulberry House (was Marton Rise), Main street, Foston on the Wolds, ERY YO25 8BJ – Approved.

Hornsea Project Four Proposed Offshore Windfarm – A preliminary meeting was held at Foston on Wednesday 19th September and an open public consultation meeting will be held on Monday 22nd October 2-8pm, also at Foston. Cllr T Sellers said that some conservation officers had been crossing his land on the public footpath. Cllr C O’Connor had attended the preliminary meeting with Cllr B Fleming and informed the meeting that the cables would be only 1.2m deep and the digging of the trenches would require 60m width in order to get in the machinery.
