Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Blocked Gullies – have been sorted.
b. Trees in Foston – The Clerk emailed Alan Hemingway, the tree officer, to ask him to come out to meet Cllr T Sellers and Cllr C O’Connor to agree a management plan and he delegated this to Neil Simon, who (subsequent to the meeting) has agreed to meet on 12th November 2018.

c. Registration of Defibrillators – The Clerk notified them of the postcode however, they require a specific form to be competed and the AED serial number and Pin number are not available. The Clerk to contact “Primary Care Supplies” for help as this info is not on their invoice. 

d. Flooding caused collapsed banks – Clerk emailed Sam McGivern at the countryside team at ERYC, notifying them of the land owner and this matter is left with them.

e. Windfarm grant – A few ideas for spending were suggested at the last meeting as follows: -
I. A Salt bin for Brigham – no longer necessary
II. Training course for defibrillators - Cllr Joan Foreman is looking into training and a number of young people are interested.
III. Tree works in Foston – await inspection on 12th November
IV. New signpost at Brigham crossroads – Highways have done this
Clerk has sent one copy of the signed form back with an invoice for 100% of £1400. Await remittance.

g. Bench by Post box – needs pressure washing/cleaning, Cllr O’Connor to look at

h. Missing Fence – Clerk to write to Mike Artley, who owns the land and ask about progress following Cllr O’Connor’s conversation some time ago.

i. Crime Statistics – Clerk to email Foston Focus so that they can publish the weblink for public if they are interested. It was also mentioned that if you input a registration number into the DVLA website, it will tell you what type of vehicle the reg number belongs to. It can then be reported to the police if the two do not match.

j. Entrance to Village signs – Clerk to look into cost of the signs like the ones at Duggleby with a 5-bar gate.
