Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 2nd January 2019 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair and Clerk. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Windfarm grant – Cllr O’Connor went to a meeting at Beeford about grants awarded and there were objections to the withdrawal of the automatic £1400 for certain parishes; so, this has been re-instated. Also, objections were made about the percentage admin charge automatically made by ERYC. The scope has been expanded to a wider geographical area. Other villages will benefit from the other windfarms in the area. Lisset Windfarm received 24/25 applications in the past year which Cllr O’Connor listed for us and Cllr Fleming represents our council on the board for consideration.
I. Entrance to village signs has been suggested. Both positive and negative feedback has been received regarding the proposal. We need to obtain consent from the highways department. Clerk to obtain a quote for 3 signs; 2 in Foston and 1 at Brigham.
b. Bench by Post box –Cllr O’Connor to look at in warmer weather.
c. Missing Fence – Await action by Mike Artley.
d. ERYC Council’s Overview 2019/20 – This was on the agenda for the meeting on 17th January 2019. A 27-page report has been produced and is available online. The report is consistent with our views that ERYC does not interact with parish councils.
e. Churchyard War Grave – It was suggested that the parish council could do a one-off clean-up funded by the parish council, including the hire of machinery. Reverend James has been consulted and he has no objections. We will put on the agenda for the next meeting in order to set a date for the work.
f. Willow Tree by pond in Gembling – Dee Atkinson & Harrison said that it is the responsibility of the Gembling Commoners’ Management Association and would pass our letter onto them about the over grown tree.
g. Culvert at the entrance to Gembling – Clerk had no response to our letter from the Senior Highways officer, about the collapsing culvert. Clerk to locate the email address of Mike Peeke at ERYC and drop him an email.
h. Hornsea Project 4 – We have received a meeting invitation for 11th to 15th March from Orstead; however, we are to write and decline on the grounds that we have already been consulted in the public meetings, where councillors attended.

i. RoSPA “free training” – we have been asked if we are interested in this either from the training perspective or from a donation point of view. Clerk to write and diplomatically decline.

j. “The Unseen Dawn” missing book - Cllr O’Connor will ask Richard Mole, previous clerk, if he is in possession of the book.
Agenda Item 6 – Planning
a. Land South of Half Acre Main Street Foston YO25 8BJ – several comments from local villagers have been made online and these were considered by the councillors. Additionally, the Tree Officer objected to any trees being felled and the Conservation Officer objected to the affect of the new building would have on the old chapel opposite. A detailed discussion took place by the four remaining councillors present who had not declared an interest (see item 3 above), about grounds for possible objections including

i. The scale of the build

ii. Flooding and drainage issues
iii. The balance of large vs small building in the conservation area
iv. The need for new builds to be in keeping with adjacent properties

v. The risk of “opening the floodgates” to future building (not a valid objection)

vi. The “new” entrance versus the “existing” entrance

After a vote, it was resolved that the parish council would respond on the grounds of the scale of the build and drainage issues.
