Public Forum: No-one attended the Annual Parish Meeting held prior to this meeting.
Following the recent Local Council Elections, all seven councillors had agreed to stand; no new councillors had been nominated and voting had not been necessary as the number of councillors is below the maximum.

Prior to the start of the official business it was necessary to appoint a Chair and Vice Chair. Cllr Colin O’Connor was proposed by Cllr Ian Gilliatt and seconded by Cllr Bernie Fleming. Cllr O’Connor proposed Cllr Bernie Fleming for Vice Chair and this was seconded by Cllr Ray Watt.

The meeting could then proceed with Cllr O’Connor as Chair. 

Cllr O’Connor requested that the Clerk print off forms for acceptance of office for the councillors and the Chair. Additional new declarations of interest forms need to be printed and signed. The Clerk will have these for the next meeting.

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 3rd April 2019 were read and agreed a true record. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Windfarm grant entrance to village signs – Cllr O’Connor discussed the issue with Mr M Flanagan, who agreed to provide estimates for consideration at a future meeting. The consensus was that real wood was preferred to any plastic imitation. 
b. Missing Fence – It has been drawn to the attention of the Parish Council about the missing fence, however, it has been identified that it is on private land and the public use the path at their own risk and thus nothing further needs to be done.
c. Churchyard War Grave – grass cutting will take place at the end of May. It was agreed that the parish council will contribute £50 towards the cost of hiring a brush cutter.
d. Culvert at the entrance to Gembling – the Senior Highway Engineer from ERYC has carried out an inspection and will determine what remedial action should be taken. Additionally, Waterloo Beck on the border of the parish with Beeford is a problem. Also, the hedge is a problem being overgrown on the roadside. Cllr O’Connor agreed to speak to the Chair of Beeford Parish Council about the matters.
e. Defibrillator Training took place on April 11th with around 30 people attending. It was agreed that Parish Council would make a donation of £50 to the training providers and this was given to Cllr Foreman to send off. It has also come to light that the Foston Defibrillators have not been registered and also that the address of the Brigham defibrillator, despite having the correct post code, has the incorrect farm. Clerk to register the Foston ones and amend the Brigham one online.
f. Annie Walker Fund – it was agreed that the bench could be sited on the verge opposite Village farm at the entrance to the field next to Yew Tree Cottage, but not obstructing the field entrance.
g. External Audit – it was agreed that PKF Littlejohn are to do the external audit once again and the Clerk is to organise this.
h. Letter received from HMRC regarding unpaid Tas for the tax years 17/18, 16/17 and 14/15 – it was agreed that the Clerk would continue investigations into this.
