Public Forum: No business to discuss one member of the public attended but declined to offer his name or reason for attendance when asked.

Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 7th October 2020 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Village Entrance Gates – Andrew Addison had sent the clerk an email asking for information on the Insurance for the Council and also requested a form filling in, with regards to the siting of the gates. It was mentioned in the email that a meeting when the gates are prepared to decide on where they would be placed would be beneficial.  The clerk will follow this up send the documents required to Andrew Addison and also speak to Martin Flannigan with an update.
b. Highway Matters – Jane Evison was not available for an update due to been off sick however she had emailed the council after the last meeting, to say during the two days of surveying the village for drainage problems the land owner had denied access to the property for further surveying so this was been followed up by the council, and they would write to the land owner to acquire permission to access his land to further carry out the investigations needed. Jane also confirmed that she had looked at the road markings at the junction to the main road and she said that she thought the markings were very clear. The clerk will contact Jane when she returns to work for an update.
c. The cleaning of the Dykes at Gembling – Ian Morley had met with Ian Gilliatt at the Dyke and was told what work needed doing – he has given a verbal quote to say he can do the work and this would cost the council £450 + VAT.  Samantha Mellor at Dee , Atkinson and Harrison had replied to the clerk and informed the council that as far as she was aware the work that they had agreed to do had been done. Ian Gilliatt said that this was not the case. Danny Sykes had indeed been down and topped the banks, however the dykes had not been cleaned out and remained in the same state as they had been previous. The problem highlighted was that the spoil that is in the dykes, if cleaned and removed from the dyke, will be placed on the green side, this, if not removed properly will cause further problems and in time just find its way back into the Dyke and cause the same problem. It was agreed by all that the clerk will go back to Dee, Atkinson and Harrison and ask when they would be cleaning the dykes as agreed, and removing the spoil. The Foston Parish Council decided that they would let this happen before they instructed further Mr Morley on future cleaning. To remove the spoil may be a costly task and the council feel they need to see how Dee, Atkinson & Harrison handle the situation at present, before any further work is instructed to be carried out, as this will impact the work the council need to carry out, and they do not want to do the work to no avail.
d. Chair Person Vacancy  – A vacancy had been placed in the Driffield & Wolds Weekly paper and one person had contacted Colin, however this person did not live within the parish, or work within the parameters needed to join the council and therefore the position remains unfilled at present. It was agreed that due to the strange position the world is in at the moment, the council wait until next year and perhaps then someone will step forward to join the council. It was also noted other councils in the area are also struggling for volunteers as positions are advertised weekly in the local papers.
e. Defibrillator Checks – Joan Foreman came forward and volunteered to go round all the units on a regular basis and do the checks needed. She will wait until the replacement pads and batteries arrive and then she will contact Joanne Walton and ask her for any help she can give us to record that the council are carrying out the checks needed on the Defibrillator Units. Sarah will let Joan have the replacement parts as soon as they arrive and Bernie offered help to Joan to assist her in replacing the parts at the other units.
f. Defibrillator Pads and Batteries – it was agreed to replace the pads and batteries on all 4 units and Bernie had already replaced the one in the phone box in Foston. The cheques had been raised and signed and the clerk will be sending these off this week so the outstanding 3 units will receive pads and batteries. On replacing the battery at the phone box unit Bernie found the battery still had a lot of life left and the clerk will contact Joanne to see if there are any options for recycling the batteries, as even though this was out of date, it had a lot of life left in it. The council had agreed to replace all the unit’s batteries and pads and been told the batteries will last 4 years and then need replacing all at the same time and the pads have a shelf life of 2 years. So depending if the units are used or not this is how long the pads and batteries will last. It was agreed that it would be beneficial to the council to be able to keep track of when the unit’s need replacement parts. It was also noted by Bernie that the public phone box unit cabinet was not secure at all, and anyone wanting to get into the unit would not need a code. This is something that needs looking at going forward to make the unit secure.
g. Accounts and Update on Internal Audit – The clerk informed all councillor’s that the year end accounts had been internally checked by Diane Darley at a cost of £40, and these are now ready to be sent for external auditing and submitting. The clerk hopes to be able to have these confirmed and returned for the next meeting. Ian Gilliatt asked how the account was going at the moment, and made a point that the spend at present was high with Defibrillator Costs, the clerk explained the accounts at present had around £10K after the recent spend.
h. Notice Board in Brigham – Ray Watts asked the council if we could look into replacing the Notice Board at Brigham, this is an old board and has no way of keeping anything placed on the board from getting wet and weathered and at this time of year things are only lasting around a few days. It was agreed that the board needed replacing with a Notice Board with doors so that any notices were protected. Martin Flannigan is to be asked to quote for the work as it was noted he had replaced other Notice Boards for the council in the past. The clerk will seek a quote from Martin for the next meeting. It was agreed it would be sited in the same position as the current board but maybe stand off the wall.
i. Agree AGM date – the council agree that the next meeting either in person or via remote Zoom link will be the AGM for 2020.
