The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 4th March 2020 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Village Entrance Gates – Martin Flannigan was instructed to prepare the gates and the clerk will follow up how this is going and update the councillors at the next meeting.
b. Highway Matters –Gullies continued flooding in Main Street, Foston close to the Old Plough Inn. All matters brought to the councils attention to be addressed by ERYC and the clerk will request a meeting with Councillor Mrs. Jane Evison to discuss all matters arising again. It was discussed to contact the property owners to see if access to the land is granted so an inspection can take place. The Council believe there are three current issues requiring attention in the village : 1 ) Mole House, 2 ) Village Farm and 3) The Old Plough Inn
c. The cleaning of the Dykes at Gembling – it was agreed that the clerk will follow up on an inspection of the ditches and the report , this is believe to have been sent to D& Atikinson, Sam Mellor the clerk will write to obtain a copy of the report and then this can be discussed at the next meeting, to plan a way forward, and bring this to a conclusion.

A discussion took place between all members of the council to address the emails from Mr Pearson and Mr Mole received in January 2020. A verbal report was given on the outcome of the meeting that took place on the 23rd January in Gembling. It was noted that Councillors Mr O’Connor, Mr Fleming, Mr Sellers and Mr Gilliatt attended the meeting. It was also noted that all members of the council were unaware of the second dyke which was drawn to Councillors attention at the site meeting.
It was Agreed that the Council would undertake the following course of action to attend to the new drainage dyke for which it is responsible as they see fit and bearing in mind the cost to Parishioners:-
a) The overgrown vegetation will be flailed at the end of the flowering season to stop any seed return.

b) The Council will liaise with Mr Christopher Legard & the Scampston Estate to cut back the vegetation and have the dykes cleaned including the dyke on the Common which borders land owned by Mr. Tennant
c) Any reapings will be left at the site.
