Public Forum: No business to discuss one member of the public attended but declined to offer his name or reason for attendance when asked.
Agenda Item 1- Notice of Meeting
It was confirmed that notice had been given in accordance with: Schedule 12, Paragraph 10 of the Local Government Act 1972.

Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 2nd September 2020 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Village Entrance Gates – The clerk has contacted Martin Flanigan regarding the update on the gates and he has the timber ready and waiting and was awaiting instruction from the council as to start preparing the Gates. It was agreed that the clerk will contact Andrew Addison to pick up what the ERYC is waiting for, as the communication has broken down slightly since the resignation of the chair, this needs addressing and the clerk will provide an update for the next meeting.
b. Highway Matters – Jane Evison was present from ERYC and the councillors discussed with her the various highway matters that have been discussed at the last few meetings in the hope to bring some of the matters to a conclusion. Jane said she was aware that the ERYC was following up the flooding issues in the village, and access to land would be required to further the investigations. The ERYC had instructed an inspection of the village of Foston from the cemetery out towards the village hall and would include the areas with problems that had already been highlighted to them, this would take place on the 7th and 8th October and they would report back to the Parish council the findings. Further talks took place on the signs at the crossroads with the main road and Brigham, and the potential for signs for the straight road between Driffield and North Frodingham, to make road users aware of the crossroads, also we discussed in detail the lining of the junction/crossroads, and potential risks and hazards. The road surface on the Beeford/Foston Boundary and the poor road surface on the bridge was discussed and Jane will report back as this may fall into the Beeford Parish.
c. The cleaning of the Dykes at Gembling – the clerk produced a survey that had been sent to her from Samantha Mellor at Dee & Atkinsons it did not detail any of the discussion that had taken place at the onsite meeting months previous, or any further agreement on what had been concluded as the outcome and suggested action plan. The clerk will chase this up for the next meeting. However, it was decided that the council agreed they had acknowledged the council’s part in clearing two of the drains, and the clerk will now contact Ian Morley to instruct him to do this at his earliest convenience. A follow up will take place at the next meeting.
d. Chair Person Vacancy  – It was agreed by all councillors that the way forward is to nominate a Chair of each meeting and advertise the vacancy as a councillor’s role. The clerk will contact the local Wolds Weekly Paper and advertise the vacancy before the next meeting. It was also noted that the clerk will put a further advert of the Foston Facebook Page and the Bulletin magazine.
e. Lisset Grant Ideas – we discussed an email that was sent to the clerk for suggestions in regards to a dog poobag dispenser and bin, due to the increase of walkers to the village of Foston after recent publicity, however Jane said the problem would be the emptying of the bin. Other ideas included the old village pump needs some attention and the painting of the phone box where the Defibrillator units are sited was put forward again as an option to make them stand out.
f. Defibrillator Pads – it was agreed that it would be a good idea to replace all the unit pads and batteries so the council then have notice of them on a rolling stock take, and would be easier to maintain the replacement parts in the future as they would all be due on the same dates. All the units had been checked successfully and codes for all units have now been emailed to the Clerk. It was also discussed that a nominated person needs to be appointed for regular checking of all units on a weekly or fortnightly basis and this will be decided at the next meeting. The clerk will get full costs for replacement pads and batteries for all units.

g. Fracking and agreed action – Mrs L Vulliamy is to look further into Fracking in the local area and will report back before the council decide to write to the ERYC with objections.
h. Accounts and Update on Internal Audit – The clerk informed all councillor’s that the year end accounts needed to be submitted at the earliest convenience, Diane Darley had come forward to offer her help in checking the accounts for an internal audit before they are sent to PFK Littlejohn for external audit and submission. The clerk will work on this over the next month and report back.

i. Banking – Online Banking it was suggested that the council look at further options for banking in the future, currently they have 2 signatories on the account that can sign cheques and it was suggested that more councillors are made signatories and perhaps the facility for telephone or online banking is looked into to allow for any expenditure to be more instant than the procedure for signing cheques and sending them off through the postal service. The clerk to report back on the findings and how to achieve this.
