Agenda Item 1- Notice of Meeting

Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 11th November 2020 were read and agreed a true record and signed off by the Chair. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a. Village Entrance Gates – Andrew Addison had requested a meeting at the site of the gates, so he could see the proposal of what the gates would look like and also confirm the siting of the gates. Bernie agreed to meet Andrew and it was suggested Martin may benefit from attending the meeting aswell, so the clerk will co-ordinate some dates between all 3 parties.
b. Highway Matters – Jane Evison had replied to an email with details of a meeting that had taken place where the drainage team and Mr Curtis invited Clearway to attend, who are now working on his behalf. Mr Curtis has asked Clearway to carry out an independent survey which should be completed in the next 2 or 3 weeks. As soon as the results of this report are available Mr Curtis has assured ERYC he will share the information. The clerk will forward as soon as the information is received and will follow up in the new year if nothing has been sent before then.
c. The cleaning of the Dykes at Gembling –Mr Gilliatt informed the council that the work had now started on clearing the clients ditches by Chris Foreman that Dee & Atkinson had instructed to do the work. The problem highlighted was that the spoil that is in the dykes, if cleaned and removed from the dyke, will be placed on the green side, this, if not removed properly will cause further problems and in time just find its way back into the Dyke and cause the same problem. It was agreed by all that the council will now appoint Mr Ian Morley to clear the dykes on behalf of the council and this will hopefully start before the end of the year. Further update is to be given at the next meeting. The cost of Mr Morley’s work was agreed at around £450.
d. Defibrillator Pads and Batteries – The councillors wanted to know what the options for recycling the batteries that are taken out of the units still with life in them. The clerk has asked Yorkshire Ambulance Service and is awaiting a response. The company providing the other pads and batteries said the cheque had still not been received so the clerk had received the bank statement the day of the meeting, and it showed the cheque had been cashed so she had left a message for the company to now send out the order that had been paid for. As soon as it is received the pads and batteries will be delivered to Joan and she will install them, and then on a regular basis complete the checking of all units and report back.
e. Accounts and Update on Internal Audit – The clerk informed all councillor’s that the year end accounts had been internally audited and are now ready to be sent for external auditing and submitting. The clerk gave the council an update on the statement of both accounts.
f. Notice Board in Brigham – Martin Flannigan had asked the council to confirm what wood was required for the boards, so the clerk will contact him and confirm the decision and also instruct the go ahead for the work to be done, once a quote has been seen and approved by the councillors.
g. Zurich Insurance, the insurance is due for renewal in Jan 2021 and it was decided by all councillors to proceed with the renewal. The cost of the insurance is £ 257.60 for the year.
h. Christmas Light Donation  £52.49 – the council has been approached to make a donation for some Christmas Lights that would be placed in a tree in the village to add festive cheer to the end of a strange year. It was agreed by all councillors this was a nice idea and they approved the payment of £52.49 to be sent direct to Mr Craig Davies who had already paid for the lights.

i. Parish Precept Form – it was agreed that there would be no need for an increase to the Parish Precept this coming year and the amount would be the same as in the previous years of £2330.
