Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 2nd Feb 2022 were agreed as a true record and signed off by the Chair and Clerk. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a) Recent Planning Applications – Julian Clamp gave an update to the councillors on the proposed

planning submitted for his property, all councillors were in agreeance that the planning should be approved and no-one had any comments.

b) Village Bin – Now in Place and no-one had received any objections

Tim Webb – planting of trees Mr Webb has now planted the tree and this is adjacent to the public footpath adjacent to the gap, and this now needs a plaque. This is on the same side of the road to the tree planted in 2012. And this now needs a replacement plaque. The decision was made in regards to the other trees Mr Webb suggested planting that this is not something the council can do, and this has also been confirmed by Northern Powergrid that this would compromise the cables.. The Clerk will write to Mr Webb and inform him of the decision, and also the planting of the tree to mark the jubilee is what was initially discussed and has now been done and agreed to.

Safety concerns over the footpath, fence, rope safety device and bridge sleepers over the river at Mill Lane – The ERYC have contacted the property owners and Jane Evison offered to pick this up and follow this up with the bridges and structures department within the ERYC, they have been inspected. The property owners states they will in the future replace the timber decks. Jane asked if the general public used the bridge and she felt if this is what is happening, then there should be a sign up to say the bridge isn’t safe, and it is private land. The council all agreed that the Foston Parish Council have done what they can and this should now be handed over to ERYC to follow up.
e)   Phone Box repairs and bench – Cllr Sellars will instruct the work to take place

Jubilee Party Celebrations Update – Cllr Fleming gave an update on plans and this will remain on the Agenda to discuss any further organisation or plans next month. The Foston Parish Council have offered a donation of £125. Cllr Fleming will be the liaison.

Update on Alfred Bean – Cllr Vulliamy gave the councillors an update, and informed them that there was a meeting coming up. Jane Evison mentioned she would certainly get the information from the meeting and forward on to us so we can keep informed of what is discussed. The Clerk will send a letter to the Driffield Town Council to put forward the concerns. The Clerk will also send this around to the clerks and see if any other local Parish will support this.

Devolution Plans – Jane Evison updated the councillors on the updated information and explained in more detail the proposed plan as it is at present. This was very informative, and all councillors appreciated the update from Jane on this.

Notice Board at the Village Hall – Cllr Gilliat updated the meeting with the price and proposed option for replacing the board. The cost involved would be £160-£248 this is a big difference between what the Clerk had been quoted. This would be put on the existing legs. So it was agreed by all that we would get this replaced, Cllr Gilliat will sort this and move forward with the replacement. We are currently waiting for a quote.

Emergency Procedures – This is to be put on the Agenda for next month so we can consider getting this upto date.

Gembling Gates and Signs – The Clerk had received some response from the request for feedback on the Gates/ Signs for the village of Gembling and she read out the emails, and it was decided to take a majority decision, and the Foston Council will not be putting gates at the entrance to Gembling, this was agreed by all councillors.

Code of Conduct Forms- it was agreed to put this on the Agenda for the next meeting, and Cllr Vulliamy will return this at the next meeting.

Signs Defibrillator and new door Gembling Phone Box – Cllr Watts suggested the children’s pads are out of date, so the clerk will look into this and report back at the next meeting. The sign will be discussed again when the phone box is painted and repaired.

Beeford AD Plant – are distributing money to the 3 villages, Foston, Beeford and North Frodingham and sharing over £29000.00 so cllr Fleming gave the meeting an update on this, and suggested at the moment the Village Hall committee for Foston do not have plans to use the money at present. Cllr Fleming will give further updates if needed.

Clerks Time / Workload per month / Hours Needed – this was discussed and it was agreed that all councillors will assist the workload of the clerk when they can. It was also agreed to cut down the minutes and make them a brief overview of the meeting rather than in depth notes on what was said by who etc. This will help cut down the time required per month.

Bench near BT Box – Gordon Clark from the village lost his wife 5 years ago and has identified a place in the village where he would like to put a bench in her memory. Cllr Fleming has been to the site and checked it will fit. He wants to be able to look across to North Frodingham from the bench. So he has asked the council to contact Highways and get approval for the bench. Cllr Sellers will look into this and look at where the bench will be sited and he will get back to the councillors next month on whether this will cause any problems.

The last item discussed was the email from Richard Mole in regards to the Buzzard and this was discussed by all and it was agreed that all councillors do not like the fact that Buzzards are been killed , but they do not feel there is anything they can do at present.
