Agenda Item 1- Notice of Meeting
It was confirmed that notice had been given in accordance with: Schedule 12, Paragraph 10 of the Local Government Act 1972.

Agenda Item 2 - Apologies
Mr Tim Sellers attended the meeting to sign the minutes from the previous meeting and then had to make apologies to leave. Ms L Vulliamy sent apologies.
Agenda Item 3 - Declaration of pecuniary and non-pecuniary interests
No declarations of interest were made. 
Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 2nd March 2022 were agreed as a true record and signed off by the Chair and Clerk. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a) Recent Planning Applications – No planning applications have been submitted
b) Safety Concerns over the footpath, fence, rope safety device and bridge sleepers over the river at Mill Lane – The FPC have handed their concerns over to ERYC and Jane Evison has chased the relevant team who have been down and assessed the concerns and in discussions with the property owner about steps to make the area more secure and safe. This will now be taken off the Agenda as this is not something the FPC can move forward with, and have taken the appropriate actions to raise the safety concerns to the ERYC and property owner.

Phone Box Repairs and Bench – This is now complete, and the cost of the invoice was submitted this is all at a cost of £500. The clerk agreed to forward on the cheque when the new cheque book arrives, and the cheque is signed.

Jubilee Party Celebrations Update – Cllr Fleming gave an update on plan the email that had been received from Mr Watts to suggest the funding applications had closed. Cllr Fleming has suggested Mr Watt contact Jane Evison and see if there is anything we can do, she suggested getting invoices to submit, and the original date of closing the application was 29th April. So Cllr Fleming felt that in the time it has taken to get match funding in place, the ERYC have taken a decision to close the application process and not tell anyone. So hopefully this will be overturned, and our application will be considered. A Further update is expected at the next meeting.
e)
Notice Board at the Village Hall – Cllr Gilliat had forwarded the clerk the outline of the work that would be involved at a cost of £465 + VAT. The councillors all agreed this would be great for this price, and the clerk was tasked with getting in touch with him and moving forward with the work. The clerk is to ask if he needs access to the village hall for power. An update will be given at the next meeting, and it is hoped this will be done before early June when the celebrations for the queens jubilee will take place.
f)
Plaques for the Trees – the clerk did not get anywhere with the company she had the leaflet for, and looked at a rough idea of cost online. It was agreed that the Clerk will go to the shop in Driffield – to the cobblers. She will update the meeting next month and then a decision will be made to go ahead with the new plaque and the replacement plaque. It was agreed by all the councillors that it should be on posts, and then it will have less chance of getting destroyed, when cutting the grass. The clerk informed the meeting she had wrote to Mr Webb in regards to the suggestion on planting the other trees, and that the councillors had taken a decision
g)
Emergency Procedures – The councillors talked through the emergency procedure document this needs updated with new information for councillors and the clerk. The clerk will work on getting this information together for the next meeting. The councillors needs to decide if they would like their contact numbers on the document or just the email addresses. This document will be held at the council. The councillors were asked to read the emergency procedure, and then all updates will be done at next months meeting.

Code of Conduct Forms- it was agreed to put this on the Agenda for the next meeting, and Cllr Vulliamy and Cllr Hardy-Hodgson will bring these to the next meeting, to upload onto the website.

Bench near BT Box – Mr Gordon Clarke has asked Cllr Fleming to ask the council if he would be ok to site a bench up near the village hall looking out towards North Frodingham in memory of his late wife. This is something that the councillors have asked Cllr Sellers to have a think about the position of the bench and look at a decision at the next meeting. If Cllr Sellers is in agreeance to the bench then Gordon Clarke of FPC will contact the ERYC about this. This is an agenda item for next month.
j)
Defibrillators - 
There was a lot of discussion around the units been able to take children’s pads when using the units. Cllr Watts has checked them and some of the children’s pads have expired. It was agreed that the FPC will buy new pads for the children to be able to use the Defibrillators. Cllr Watts agreed to order the pads and make sure they invoice the council. Cllr Watts said he would look into the signs for the Phone Box in Foston and Gembling to illustrate that there is a Defibrillator located there. The door for the phone box at Gembling was discussed again, however it was felt that it would be difficult to match the door that would be needed for the Gembling Phone Box. Cllr Watts to report back to the next meeting on the progress of ordering the pads and the signs.

Village Sign and Suggested Donation for Repair – Martin Flannigan has kindly repaired the damage to the sign, it appears the damage was perhaps earlier in the year. The councillors felt it was strange that someone would damage the signs, however this damage has now been replaced, and Mr Flannigan doesn’t want any money for his time to do the repair, he asked if the FPC would make a donation to the Ukraine Fund on his behalf for completing the work. The clerk will sort out the donation and it was agreed to make a £100 donation.

Community Payback Scheme – The clerk had forwarded an email she had received to ask if the FPC would welcome help within the village from the community probation service. The councillors felt this is not something the villages need doing, and it was discussed that the ERYC and the residents within the village do the work in the villages that need doing.

Horse Riders Sign – The ERYC have placed signs around local signs. No-one from the ERYC has contacted the FPC to say that they are placing the signs on the original village signs, and it was noted these signs are from the ERYC, and not something the FPC has done. Cllr Watts noted that the finger point sign the Brigham had been replaced.
n) 
Lighting Fires and Burning Garden Waste – Cllr Fleming had received an email suggesting that there had been inappropriate lighting of fires in the village of Foston, and has been asked if the FPC will address and act on this as this resident believes it is very anti-social. The councillors discussed this and it was felt that there other than make suggestions on when residents should consider lighting fires as to not affect others there is nothing the council can do to force any restrictions on this behaviour. It is felt that been neighbourly should be considered when lighting fires. The FPC felt that any disputes between neighbours should be addressed between neighbours and the best course of action is common courtesy to others. The FPC felt that a message in the next Foston Folk-us regarding the lighting of fires and me mindful to be neighbourly when doing this.
