Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a) Recent Planning Applications - no planning applications were outstanding and therefore non discussed.
b) Gembling Ditches Update – Cllr Hardy-Hodgson had sent apologies for the meeting and therefore an update on the ditches was not available, the councillors in attendance did not have any information on whether or not the ditches had been cleared. It was decided that the clerk would follow up this week and email Cllr Hardy-Hodgson for an update and to find out when Chris Foreman plans to clear the ditches. It was also decided that a decision will be made next year earlier, and it should go on the Agenda in July/August and contractors’ quotes be sought with a view of the work been done September/October time.
c) Twilight Bus Service - Driffield School Donation – the councillors all agreed the last donation was £50 or £100 and they all agreed that this should continue and a donation should be made. This serves as a very good service to the children in the Parish and a worthwhile service to help with a donation to keep the service going. £100 donation was proposed and seconded by the councillors.
d) Precept Calculation – The Clerk informed the councillors that the ERYC have asked for a submission from Foston Parish Council and it was agreed by all councillors that the precept will stay the same, they felt there was no reason to increase the precept, and the clerk will submit the form to keep the precept £2330.00. The clerk will also put a statement in the Foston Folk-Us to let all parishioners know the precept for the Foston Council Parish will remain the same as the last years. The councillors briefly touched on how they could support the people in the Parish further and a suggestion was made to contact North Frodingham Primary School to ask how many children attend the school from the Parish and then perhaps make a donation for some books for the school. This will be discussed at a further meeting.
