This will then be decided at the next meeting, or prior to the meeting via email contact with the councillors.
d) Leaflet from the ERYC – Cllr Fleming update and distribution – Cllr Fleming brought some of the booklets to the meeting and asked for a representative councillor for Gembling and Brigham to distribute the booklets and Cllr Fleming will distribute in Foston. The clerk will inform all residents via the Foston Folk Us.
e) Speed Limit Gembling – the clerk updated the councillors that contact had been made with ERYC in regard to the speed limit of the village of Gembling be looked at, and a reply from the ERYC had been received, this is now under review and the clerk will await any further contact from ERYC regarding this.
