Agenda Item 4 - Minutes Parish Council Meeting 

The Minutes of the last meeting of the Council held on 6th July 2022 were agreed as a true record and signed off by the Chair and Clerk. 
Agenda Item 5 - Matters Arising

a) Recent Planning Applications - no planning applications were submitted and therefore non discussed.
b) Emergency Procedures Update – The new form was filled in by the clerk, the information was found by the councillors for the form and the form and updated format will now be submitted to the ERYC with all the relevant information.
c) Defibrillator Recall – this is now complete and all defibrillators are back up and running. There was a fault and recall on the one is Foston in the main centre of the village, however Cllr Watts has taken care of this and this has been replaced.
d) Alfred Bean Update – Cllr Vulliamy informed and discussed with the councillors the update on the new donation of £2million pounds from a local businessman will to be left to the Friends of Alfred Bean – which are a local charity. It was discussed what services all the councillors would like to see remain at the Alfred Bean and it was felt that maybe some of the councillors would like a presence at one of the Friends of Alfred Bean next meetings, and in the meantime the FPC would gather any opinions off parishioners on what they would like to see remain at the Alfred Bean Hospital to serve the local community. This information will be gathered by the Clerk and then presented to the councillors at a future meeting. The clerk will do some investigation and find out when the next Friends of Alfred Bean meetings are to be held.
e) Town and Parish Event – Cllr Fleming informed the meeting he had attended the event and found some things were informative for the FPC and local parishioners. He picked up several leaflets which were passed around the councillors for information, one particular one for Hedges and Overhanging Vegetation was discussed, and it was felt that a number of places around the parish would benefit from some work been done to cut back vegetation to prevent accidents happening. The councillors will place a friendly reminder in the Foston Folkus for the parishioners to make them aware their responsibilities for hedges and Vegetation on their properties. It was also discussed about parking within the village of Foston and the main street at numerous places causing the road to be tricky to co-ordinate for farm vehicles and large vehicles that travel through the village, and it was felt again a friendly reminder to residents to make use of parking off the main road on drives as much as they can. Cllr Fleming also picked up a number of leaflets that the FPC plan to distribute to every household within the Parish and a further quantity of the leaflets are needed to make this possible. The clerk will therefore contact the ERYC to request more copies and these will then be delivered around the Parish.
f) Gembling Ditches and Dykes – It was discussed and decided that the FPC will not wait for the riparian landowner to co-ordinate the clearing of their ditches they are responsible for, but to push forward and ask Mr Morley who cleared the ditches on a previous occasion to provide an updated quote and move forward with the work to be done ASAP. This should include the ditches to be flailed and cleared. At present it was felt the ditches are very dry, and Mr Morley would have to let the councillors know a suitable time when the work can be carried out, it was hoped by all councillors this could be co-ordinated within the next 2-6 weeks, but this would be led by the availability of the contractor. The clerk will inform Dee & Atkinson’s who act as agents for the Riparian Owner that the FPC are to instruct the work for clearing the two ditches they are responsible for with immediate effect.
g) Mr Clark Bench – it is hoped that the bench will be in pace by the end of the month of September, and the FPC would like to thank Becky Kitchen at ERYC for her help in this matter.
