Public Forum
The Chair opened the meeting and explained the parameters and time limit of the public forum.
A parishioner from Gembling thanked the Parish Council for the excellent quality of the work on the dykes in Gembling. He offered assistance regarding the Parish Council’s website and digital presence and he requested information about the proposed Solar Farm. A parishioner from Foston thanked the Parish Council for meeting with the Highways Department to look at the roads and pavements in Foston and Brigham. A second parishioner from Gembling advised that the roads in Gembling would also benefit from some maintenance.

Matters Arising - 

a) Recent Planning – https://newplanningaccess.eastriding.gov.uk/newplanningaccess/PLAN/23/00203/TCA - no comments
b) Gembling Ditches – Cllr Hardy Hodgson advised that work on the dykes, for which the Parish Council is responsible, has been completed. The Chair asked that it be noted that a Gembling parishioner had thanked the Parish Council for the excellent work done on the dykes in Gembling.

c) North Frodingham and Beeford School Book Donation – It was proposed by Cllr Watts and seconded by Cllr Hardy Hodgson that a donation of £100 be made to Beeford and North Frodingham Primary Schools to buy books for each school which was agreed by all councillors. 

d) Gembling Solar Farm Proposal – format – TEKSS presentation of the Solar Farm Proposal, 7.00pm 1st March 2023, will take 15-20 minutes followed by 20-30 minutes of questions by councillors and parishioners. Cllr Hardy-Hodgson proposed and Cllr Fleming seconded that specific questions should be emailed to the Parish Clerk and forwarded to TEKSS before the presentation. 

e) Highways Problems – Cllr Fleming and Cllr Watts met with Andrew Addison, ERYC Highways Department to look at the condition of the roads and pavements in Foston and Brigham. He advised that, subject to ERYC priorities, any repairs would probably come from next year’s budget, unless money could be found from this year’s budget. Other highways issues include overhanging trees in Brigham, outstanding bridge repairs in Foston and outstanding finger post signs in Brigham. Cllr Evison, Ward Councillor, advised that Mr Neil Lemon is responsible for trees, Mr Mike Ball is responsible for bridges and the finger posts are part of Andrew Addison’s Highways responsibilities. It was agreed that this item will be revisited in the April agenda.
f) Website and Domain name – the clerk advised that fostonparishcouncil.co.uk is the new domain name. This is now owned by Foston Parish Council. Cllr Fleming suggested that, if the clerk is unavailable, one of the councillors should have access to the website. Cllr Hardy Hodgson volunteered to do this. It was proposed by Cllr Fleming and seconded by Cllr Sellers that Cllr Hardy Hodgson should share access to the Website and Domain name with the Clerk.

g) Gembling Speed Limit – ERYC advised the Clerk that during the next financial year they hope to undertake a traffic survey to determine an appropriate speed limit. It was agreed that this item will be included in the April agenda. 
h) Election of the chair – After some discussion of the roles of the Chair and the Parish Clerk it was agreed that the Parish Council should elect a permanent Chair. Cllr Watts proposed Cllr Fleming as Chair which Cllr Hardy-Hodgson seconded. Cllr Fleming accepted and everyone agreed that Cllr Fleming would be the new Chair of Foston Parish Council.

i) Complaints Procedure and how FPC transact business going forward – Councillors agreed that a complaints procedure is needed. It was suggested that the clerk draft a Complaints Procedure to share with councillors before the April meeting. It was agreed that this be an agenda item for two months with a completed Complaints Procedure hopefully being produced during the May meeting. The chair explained the process of future meetings which was agreed by all present. Cllr Watts proposed that future meetings will be run as agreed which Cllr Hardy-Hodgson seconded.
8) Finance - Cheques to approve – Sarah Greenlaw Salary, 2 x School Donations of £100 each

The Clerk suggested that Foston Parish Council Accounts should be included as a monthly agenda item. Councillors agreed that this would start from the next meeting.
