5 Election of Councillors – nomination forms have been submitted and accepted so 5 councillors remain and the FPC will continue to look for a further 2 councillors. The FPC should have 7 councillors in place.
6 Election of Chair and Vice Chair – Acceptance of Office forms to be completed – all councillors completed forms and Cllr Fleming was voted Chair – proposed by Cllr Watts and seconded by Cllr Vulliamy. Cllr Hardy-Hodgson was voted Vice-Chair – proposed by Cllr Sellers and seconded by Cllr Watts.
7 Village Walkaround Update and any Highways Matters – the clerk informed the councillors that the ERYC had sent over the Village Walkabout Schedule of works to be completed, and she would pass this onto Cllr Fleming and Cllr Watts to check if all agreed work was on the schedule. The clerk also informed the councillors she had received an email from ERYC in regard to the Gembling Speed Limit and on the criteria that the ERYC use the Hamlet of Gembling will not get a reduction in speed limit. However, they will be conducting a speed survey and then will make a final decision. They also emailed to say that the Stop sign at the Brigham Crossroads will not be installed as the junction does not meet the criteria for the sign. The councillors all felt that the FPC should carry on pursuing this as it is only a matter of time before an accident happens at the junction again. The clerk will email the ERYC regarding the Speed survey and response to the email.
8 Alfred Bean Update – Cllr Vulliamy to update – Cllr Vulliamy agreed to give a further update on Alfred Bean at a later meeting in the year. The councillors asked the clerk to write to the Driffield Town Council and express an interest in what is happening with the Alfred Bean.
9 Finance Update and AGAR Report update – the clerk gave the councillors an update on the bank accounts and also informed them that the Annual Finances need submitting, and Diane Darley will do the internal audit and then the clerk will send the accounts to PFK Littlejohn for the external audit to take place. This now needs doing before July and is something that the clerk will work on.
10 Brigham Bus Shelter -  Cllr Watts had a request from a parishioner about a Bus Shelter to be considered for Brigham, especially for school children. The FPC will put a request in to the ERYC and see what response they get. For further meetings it may be considered to apply for Wind Farm Funding for the Bus Shelter, or do a survey of Brigham Parishioners to see if there is a requirement for the Bus Shelter before any further steps are taken.
11 FOI Request and Internal Review – A Parishioner requesting an internal review in regard to the FOI he had requested for notes to be sent scribed by Cllr Hardy-Hodgson in March FPC meeting. It was decided the internal review would not take place as the notes had been destroyed,  in any case Cllr Hardy-Hodgson did not take note of any substance. The clerk had sought legal advice and the procedure for taking any notes in the FPC meetings going forward was reviewed and all councillors informed of the procedure, that any notes are handed back in at the end of a meeting to the clerk, or destroyed. The clerk will write to the Parishioner to inform him no internal review will take place.
12 Defibrillator pads – all pads have been replaced and are upto date.
13 Correspondence and Councillors Exchange to agree next meeting – Agenda Items were agreed for next meeting – Policies / Procedure / Gembling Ditch / Gembling Speed Limit / Gembling Signs / AGAR / Brigham Bus Shelter / Alfred Bean / Co-opt any new members.
14 Decision on every other month meetings for the remainder of the year – the FPC made a decision to go to every 2nd month meetings but on the understanding that if a lot needs discussing a monthly meeting may be called.
