Co-option of new members –

​Mr John Petty (Gembling ) proposed by Cllr Vulliamy and seconded by Cllr Sellers.

​Mr Colin O’Connor ( Foston ) proposed by Cllr Hardy-Hodgson  and seconded by Cllr Watts.

​Mr Petty was then invited to join the meeting and sit with the councillors to be part of the main meeting. Declarations of interest and acceptance of office to be signed and witnessed by Cllr Petty and Cllr O’Connor at the next meeting.

9 Update on Accounts and AGAR to include Wind Farm– 
the clerk gave a written summary of the yearly accounts to all the councillors; this has been                              submitted to Diane Darley, the internal auditor and an internal audit has been completed. The AGAR report has now been submitted to PFK Littlejohn the external auditors. The annual Lissett Wind Farm grant (£1700) was now in the account and the clerk gave an update on the bank account statements.

10 Standing Orders – Cllr Fleming asked all councillors to take the time to read Standing Orders and the Parish Council Year on the website. It was proposed by Cllr Watts and seconded by Cllr Vulliamy that the quorum should be reduced to 3 only when there are fewer than 7 councillors. This will now be changed to confirm Quorum is 4 out of 7 councillors unless there are fewer than 7 councillors when it will be reduced to 3.

11 Highways Matters– the clerk updated councillors about the lack of response from ERYC Highways Department to all her emails. It was agreed that the clerk would ask the Ward Councillors for their help in getting replies. The clerk will chase ERYC for a reply on the road signs for Gembling before any further discussion takes place. Cllr Fleming suggested the option of the Wind Farm fund being used to support the Bus Shelter proposal. Cllr Fleming also informed the councillors of the difficulties experienced by a parishioner in Foston who has had several falls in the village recently owing to the condition of the pavements. It was agreed that the clerk would write to Matthew Gent, Andrew Addison, and all Ward councillors about the poor state of much of the pavements in Foston to hasten work agreed during Parish Walkabouts in the last 2 years. It was also agreed to put a polite notice on the social media platforms to ask residents to be mindful when parking cars on pavements.

12 Alfred Bean - Cllr Vulliamy gave an update to the councillors but she is finding it increasingly hard to find much information about the services being run at the Alfred Bean Hospital. The clerk informed the councillors that she had written to the new Driffield Town Council Clerk for more information but she is waiting for a response. The councillors agreed to put this on the Agenda for the next meeting.

13 Gembling Dyke – The clerk will contact Chris Foreman to instruct him to carry out the work to clear and flail the dykes again before the end of October 2023.

14 Brigham Notice Board – The clerk will ask Mr Flanagan if he would take a look at the Brigham Notice Board and let the councillors have a quote for some TLC work that needs doing.

15 Complaint Received and Further Action to take – a written complaint had been received from a parishioner regarding some errors in procedure which the councillors discussed in detail. They would like to thank the parishioner for bringing this to the attention of the FPC and it was agreed that although there had been some procedural errors there had been no negative consequences. However, it was agreed that all issues highlighted will be addressed in the future through continually monitoring procedural issues within the Parish Council Year and taking advantage of training opportunities available through the Society of Local Council Clerks (SLCC. ) It was suggested that more time be allocated to assist the clerk in her workload and it was agreed to revisit this once the clerk has considered the amount of time she needs to perform her role - which she suggested would be somewhere between 3 and 5 hours a week.

16 Correspondence and Councillors Exchange to agree items for next meeting – the clerk updated the councillors with contact details of the 3 Ward Councillors who had been successful in the recent local elections. The following items were agreed for inclusion in the agenda for the next meeting  – policies and procedures, Lissett Wind Farm Nominated representatives, Highways Matters, Alfred Bean Update, Declaration of Office Forms.
