Highways Matters to include Brigham Bus Shelter, Gembling Speed Limit/HGV Village Signs, Pavements and Parking update

It was discussed and agreed that the clerk would try and email the highways department again on the matter of paths in the village, ask for guidance on parking on pavements, and overgrown hedges that continue to cause problems around the village. It was discussed that depending on the response from ERYC about the matters the FPC may take further action to write to certain residents that are causing obstructions to ask for their assistance in this matter. Cllr O’Connor suggested copying the Chielf Executive of ERYC into the Highways email that the clerk sends also ward councillors and the contact for the village walkaround. This was proposed by Cllr O’ Connor and seconded by Clly Vulliamy.


Cllr Hardy-Hodgson called for a risk assessment to be done on the Gembling Speed Limit and the clerk will chase the reply from the ERYC in regards to a Speed Survey that they had agreed to carry out. Cllr Hardy-Hodgson will assist the clerk in pursuing this matter with the ERYC.


Brigham Bus Shelter it was felt by all councillors that some guidance from ERYC about the options for purchasing a bus shelter, siting the shelter in Brigham and then the ongoing costs and maintenance for this. Again the clerk will ask for ERYC to initially give them feedback on this matter. Brigham has 5 children attending local schools that would use the shelter.

Alfred Bean Update – Cllr Vulliamy asked the clerk to forward a letter the Andy Kingdom – Director of Public Health at the ERYC to see if they could gain any further information on an update on what was happening at the Alfred Bean.

Gembling Dyke update Chris Foreman has been instructed to clear the dykes that the FPC are 
responsible for within the next 2 months – the clerk to send a reminder to him.

Brigham Notice Board update Martin Flanagan had maintained the Brigham Notice Board and all councillors where pleased with the work and a cheque for £40 was agreed. It was also proposed by Cllr Fleming and seconded by Cllr Watts that the Notice Board near the telephone box in the village of Foston needed similar attention and the clerk would contact Mr Flanagan to ask him to do what work was needed.

Lissett Wind Farm Nominated Representative – Cllr O’Connor was nominated as the second representative for the Lissett Wind Farm Board should Cllr Fleming not be available. This was proposed by Cllr Sellers and seconded by Cllr Petty.

Correspondence and Councillors Exchange to agree next meeting Agenda and any emails received – Correspondence was sent to Cllr Fleming in regards to previous years co-option of a councillor to Foston Parish Council. Cllr Fleming brought the matter to the meeting and it was discussed by all councillors. The correspondence received had highlighted a FOI request that had been sent to ERYC and their response to the information. Cllr Fleming had replied to the parishioner that had sent in the correspondence, and no further response was discussed by the councillors. It was proposed by Cllr O’Connor and seconded by Cllr Fleming that the clerk request some training on election and co-option procedures that may be provided to all Parish Clerks from the ERYC.
