Precept – to agree and confirm. The current outgoings were discussed and the commitments that are paid from the FPC precept means the decision was to increase the precept. The precept was agreed for £3K for the coming year. With the increased costs of the FPC insurance, cleaning of the Gembling Dyke costs, Wages for the clerk, Maintenance of the Defibrillator, Charge from ERYC for Salt bins, Maintenance of the notice boards etc. The precept has stayed the same amount for at least 5 years, and therefore the proposal of £3K was agreed.

Highways Matters Update – Gembling Speed Survey – co-ordinates on the What 3 Words have been forwarded to the clerk and these will be submitted to the ERYC to see if the speed survey can be agreed.

No other response had been received in terms of the Brigham Bus Shelter or the state of repair of the paths and footpaths around the village of Foston. Cllr Owen offered his help to speak further about the highways matters we are chasing, and he asked the clerk to send a further email to him after the meeting so the details can be discussed further.


It was suggested that we put together quotes and timings and information regarding the Brigham Bus Shelter and then put a proposal together to the Lisset Wind Farm Committee to see if there would be any funding available to help purchase a shelter. It was agreed to put on a further Agenda to discuss again when more details have been gathered. Cllr Watts will go and talk to Men in Sheds regarding how they can help with the project if we get the go ahead.

Foston Notice Board Update – this has now been revamped and spruced up. There was concern with the fence boundary around the notice board, that had blown over and was leaning again the board. The notice board is currently ready to be sited again, however the fence would need to be mended before the board was sited. An update will be given at the next meeting in March. The notice board may need longer posts and this was discussed.

Policies and Procedures – to confirm and agree the new policies. A new pricing structure was agreed for any information that is requested from the FPC. A new charge of 50p was agreed for any hard copies, and for any FOI request that takes more than an hour to review and reply, it will be charged at an hourly rate for the clerk’s time. Data Protection policy was agreed by all councillors and also the Recording of Meetings Policy. These will all be loaded onto the FPC website as adopted policies.

Defibrillator – the clerk explained the new pads had been ordered and we now have them in situ. The clerk asked if it was worth keeping a pack in stock, however it was agreed to not hold stock of pads as they have an expiry date. As we have 4 units within the Parish to choose from. Cllr Watts checks the units regularly and then updates the Circuit so that the status of the units is current.

22nd January planned improvements to Long Lane Foston email – it was discussed about the roadworks that will take place on the road to Kelk estimated to last 12 weeks. It was agreed that the email we received from the council will be printed and put on the notice boards and on the Facebook page and the website. This then will give all parishioners chance to review the details.

Correspondence and Councillors Exchange to agree next meeting Agenda and any emails received – it was discussed that Cllr Fleming and Cllr O’Connor will attend a meeting on the 24th Jan 2024 on behalf of the FPC. Any feedback from the meeting will be given in March meeting.
