Planning Applications – 
1) Mill Lane Foston – date had passed but no comments had been received and no comments to submit

2) Manor Farm Brigham – the councillors discussed in great detail the application, the defibrillator was a concern and another point would need to be considered to site the unit. The councillors felt more information was needed before a decision could be made on the application and therefore the clerk was asked to contact Gallagher Planning to arrange a site visit and also an extension to the consultation process was submitted to ERYC.

Highways Matters- Gembling Speed Survey will not be done the ERYC have assessed this and currently they do not see a need for a survey to be carries out. Highways reported back on the state of the paths and roads to say following a meeting earlier in the year it was agreed for some replacement to be done in this Financial year, this work is still pending. Flooding was discussed and the clerk will contact the ERYC in regards to this, there was a few points around the village with standing water, this has been reported over past years.

Foston Notice Board Update – A councillor has spoke to the homeowner regarding the replacement of the fence and this will be done when the weather changes. Mr Flanigan is happy to keep hold of the notice board until the replacement fence is replaced and then the notice board will be put back up. Gembling Notice board needs some TLC a price will be sought from Mr Flanigan to repair and restore the board.

Alfred Bean Update – there was no update on this other than some further services and clinics have started and some of the councillors had knowledge of this, this will be put on a future Agenda.

Brigham Bus Shelter – The measurements that have been quoted are 2m wide, 1.5 metres front to back and top covered with felt, windows will be polycarbonate material. The price from the Men in Sheds was a complete cost of £1732.00. Cllr Watts had an image of how the shelter would look. This was discussed in great detail and it was agreed that the FPC would use the Windfarm Fund to pay for this. The FPC will contact the ERYC and ask for a site visit to put forward the proposal and look at where the shelter will be sited and agree the site and how to move forward with the process of purchasing and siting the Bus Shelter ASAP. It was discussed for the roof to be fibreglass type material, and a quote for this is needed. As this will lengthen the lifespan of the roof. It was also discussed to use Larch clad. So a further cost will be needed for the amendments of materials. Cllr Watts will do this for the next May meeting.

Lissett Wind Farm – The Clerk ran through what the £1700 fund had been used for. Gembling Dykes, Foston Notice Board , Defibrillator Pads and Battery, Money for the Gembling Notice Board.

Drain at Gembling – An email was sent from a Gembling resident in regard to the repair of a pipe that was done during work to clear a Gembling dyke. The resident was having low pressure issues due to a leak on the pipework. Yorkshire Water had been contacted and the leak was repaired. It was agreed that FPC hold no responsibility for the pipework repair, and the clerk will send a letter back to the resident with the details of the contractor that the FPC used to clear the dykes.
