Highways Matters Update to include Flooding in the village of Foston also ERYC response to Footpaths and Pavement maintenance – updates

The following response to flooding in the village had been received by ERYC

“The drainage system in Foston on the Wolds, however, discharges into riparian owned piped culverts which cross private land , and also receives domestic surface water, discharge from septic tanks and also land drainage and this is what we believe is cause of the flooding issues in the village. Riparian owned watercourses and culverts are not the Councils responsibility to clean and maintain, they are the responsibility of the adjacent land owners.

In relation to highway adjacent to Field House farm, we have made the property/land owner aware of his responsibilities and that we believe that there is a blockage or damage to the drains crossing his property. Today as a good will gesture we have organised a tanker to attend site to remove the standing water from the highway and to attempt to clear the blockage, as pointed out the owner, this may not permanently solve the problem until the necessary repairs are undertaken.

At the other end of the village opposite Chestnut Cottage, although there is currently no standing water, we believe this drainage system in not function correctly due to potential blockages within the riparian owned drains, we also noted that problem is being exacerbated by the unauthorised discharging of water onto the highway from Chestnut Cottage.”

A further follow up regarding the footpaths and roads in the village and the need for repair will be sent to the ERYC to see why the work was not done in the yearly budget and when the work will be scheduled for.

Foston Notice Board Update – this is still ongoing and been monitored by Mr Flanagan. The councillors also gave permission for Mr Flanagan to repair the Gembling Notice Board and clean and pain the Parish gates. The clerk will send an email of this approval.
