6	Approval of Minutes 
The minutes from the meeting on 7th  January 2026 were unanimously approved.

7	Tree planting in the verge
A sapling had been planted in the verge near the bus shelter; this is not allowed without permission from Highways so it has been removed.
8	Potholes
There are 28 potholes in Brigham alone, the clerk will share the ‘’Report a Pothole’ link with the Councillors and will email Highways.

9	Trees overhanging the Highway
A tree had previously been reported to Highways, there are now more trees overhanging. The clerk will report this to Highways.
10	On street parking obstructing safe passage along the Highway
Cars parking opposite the pub, and hedges growing over the footpath, are causing a hazard to road users. 
The clerk will request that Jonathan Owen, Councillor for the East Riding, attends the next meeting to discuss the issues above.
11	Damage to the village signs at Foston and Brigham
The village signs at Foston and Brigham, and the Foston village pump, were damaged by ERYC grass cutters. The clerk advised Highways and they have requested more information. The signs were noticed on Christmas Day, the Village Pump was damaged a long time ago. The clerk will let Highways know.

12	Emergency Plan
The plan obtained by the clerk was not what the Councillors were expecting, the clerk will contact Suzanne at ERYC to see if there is something more suited to a Parish Council. 

13 	Blocked drain causing flooding on the road outside the Plough
ERYC supplied a pump to clear the blocked drain. This will be discussed with Jonathan Owen to see if a more permanent solution can be found.

14	Alternative sources of defibrillators

No alternative has been found to reduce the costs. Cllr S Wade volunteered to take over responsibility for the defibrillators for the next year.

Some residents would like to litter pick in the village and have requested that the Parish Council buy some equipment. This will be added to the next agenda.
